Following the success of the major project in 2005, ‘Blow the Wind Southerly now moves into Phase 2, and Primary Schools are invited to participate.

It is ideal for pupils aged 7 –11, and supporting materials include CDs as well as words, music, a teacher workshop and a two hour workshop in school by members of Concert Royal.
 
Blow the Wind Southerly is a project to promote the rich heritage of vocal music from the north east of England in primary schools throughout the region. We believe that it is important for children to be aware of their cultural roots. Our teaching materials, workshops and concerts enable teachers and children to enjoy and celebrate their musical heritage.
The teaching pack contains words and music, together with notes about the songs, placing them in their social and historic context. A CD of accompaniments makes the music accessible to all schools.
Children taking part in the workshops have the unique experience of meeting and working with highly motivated professional musicians.

It is anticipated that 10 schools will take part in this exciting project which will begin after April 2006. Clusters of schools will join together to present a large-scale performance in Hall One of the Sage Gateshead in a Gateshead Schools’ Music Service Showcase Event on Tuesday 28th June 2006. The children’s choir will be accompanied by the Gateshead Youth Orchestra in new arrangements of these songs by John Treherne, Head of the Schools’ Music Service.

This project will play a key part in introducing new audiences to our musical traditions.
Blow the Wind Southerly is managed by John Treherne and Peter Harrison. Teaching materials have been prepared by Peter Harrison and produced by Sound Music and Octagon Recordings in Gateshead. Peter's north-east based compositions for children Hadrian’s Wall and Longships, have been performed in more than 100 schools throughout the region. He is an accomplished flautist and lectures in primary music education at the University of Hull. 

Margarette Ashton  is a professional soprano from Newcastle. She has given hundreds of concerts throughout the UK, in Europe, the USA and for the British Council in South America. Her first love has always been the traditional songs of the north east and she has a great talent for sharing her enthusiasm and enjoyment with young people.

The cost to each school will be £100, after financial support from the Gateshead Schools’ Music Service and funding from the Music Standards Fund Wider Opportunities (vocal development) programme. This will cover the cost of teaching material, a teachers’ workshop and a 2 hour workshop in each school.
