What is Tyne and Wear Archives Service?
The Service cares for the records of five Districts - Gateshead, Sunderland, North Tyneside, South Tyneside and Newcastle. They are housed in specially equipped and converted accommodation in Newcastle. Together they present one of the largest collections for local history in the country, though many have national and even international significance. The records cover ten miles of shelves, and are still growing fast.

The variety of hand-written, printed and visual material is vast, ranging from the records of major firms such as Vickers-Armstong to a soldier's letters home to his mother in 1944. Together they give a vivid picture of 500 years of development of the Tyne and Wear area. The following examples used by schools show the potential for classroom use or course work:

· investigating Tudor Newcastle through guild and city council records.

· profiling a Victorian area through census returns, parish records, building plans, maps and street directories.

· studying the Home Front in World War II using posters, letters and ARP reports of bombing raids.

· inquiring into changes in education through school log books, photographs and admission registers.

We needed a strong network of knowledgeable and motivated school staff to fulfil the ‘Education with Character’ commitment adopted in the Council’s Educational Development Plan in 2002.
