Killhope, The Bowes Museum and Beamish are collaborating in an innovative project to help provide part funding for the cost of transport to their sites. The project is funded by the North East Regional Museums Hub and focuses on Mining Heritage in the North East – both coal and lead. Schools wishing to take part must visit two out of the three museums before March 2006, when the funding runs out. Eligible schools can claim 75% of the cost of their transport for each trip – up to a maximum of £150 per trip.
