He is also a member of the faulty at the Royal Academy of Music and has recently concluded a long spell as Senior Lecture in Jazz Studies at Middlesex University where, amongst other things, he ran the large gospel choir.





Pete also manages a hectic freelance career both as a writer and as a performer, and in 1988 he won the Special Prize for the gospel musical “David and Goliath” at the Vivien Ellis Awards for new musicals.


Pete has travelled the world as a performer and teacher to Finland, Russia, France, Bulgaria as well as all around the British Isles where his role as an educator takes him to schools, community centres and into prisons.
